Hillsborough Community Traffic Safety Team
Meeting Minutes of July 22, 2009

Susan Joel called the meeting to order in the FHP Auditorium and welcomed all those present.  Introductions were given and the minutes of the June meeting were approved as submitted.

DUI Task Team Report - In June, the Hillsborough Co Sheriff’s Office reported 197 DUI arrests and held 2 checkpoints and 10 saturation patrols.   In July, they have hosted 1 checkpoint so far and one is scheduled in Town and Country this Friday.   A total of 16 saturations will be held in July.  The DUI crashes in Hillsborough County went down.  
Pedestrian Safety Action Plan (PSAP) – Gary Tait reported the subcommittee meets on the 2nd Tuesday of each month.  They have reviewed pedestrian generators in the targeted area.  It was discussed that count down pedestrian signals could be provided to Temple Terrace for installation along 56th Street between Busch and Fletcher.  Gary also attended a meeting of the New North Tampa Alliance (NNTA) and said we may be able to use those area business members to help us advertise the campaign.  Gary will go back to the September meeting of the NNTA and give a presentation on the Stop and Look Campaign as well as the PSAP.  The next meeting of the PSAP subcommittee is Tuesday, 8/11/09, at FDOT.   
The team previewed the new website and Jeanette asked for any input from the team.  Check it out at www.d7ctst.org.  

We also looked at the Stop and Look safety educational campaign website that can be found at www.stopandlooktampabay.com.  Video clips were shown from the Studio 10 segment.   Check out the website for updates on this campaign.  

The Sheriff’s Office reported they issued 206 seat belt citations on June 30th.  Each citation in Hillsborough County costs $101.   FHP said their arrests are going up also based on seat belts.  
We had a brief discussion on tint meters and window tints which prohibit the viewing of occupants and the ability to see if they have on their safety belt.

Susan Joel, Marian Scorza and Jeanette Rouse will meet with Assistant Superintendent Lewis Brinson of Hillsborough County Schools to discuss the Battle of the Belts on July 29th.   We want to discuss ways to increase the number of schools participating.  State Farm has already committed $10,000 for this year’s campaign.

Jeanette gave a brief recap of the statewide CTST Coalition meeting and stated one issue they wanted to work on was creating a new website so the various CTSTs could focus on common goals and objectives.  

Leticia Messam with AAA Auto Club South spoke on the Safe Summer Campaign for teens (13-19).  Teens can participate in a contest by creating messages to increase safety belt usage and promote driving safety.  The grand prize award is $10,000!  Teens are urged to create effective messages for other teens such as a news article, a PSA on radio or cable TV, or a poster or a video for a social media site.  Entries must be postmarked no later than September 9th and students must live in Florida, Georgia, or Tennessee.  Contest details are available at www.AAA.com/SafeSummer.  

Gary Tait announced he would be attending a motorcycle safety meeting next week.   One idea that he mentioned was a POD type storage locker for motorcycles that is parked in a parking lot where you store your bike and lock it up.   

Next Friday several team members will be attending the Chief’s Challenge Awards to see if we won the CTST of the Year.  We hope to win again for 2 years in a row.
