OLD BUSINESS:
DUI Task Team
There was one checkpoint in Plant City which resulted in two DUI arrests.  There is a checkpoint planned for this weekend.

Engineering
Dave Skrelunas reported that the Safe Routes to School sidewalk project on Nine Eagles Drive started construction on June 22.

The FDOT has two road safety audits underway:  Nebraska Avenue from Fowler Avenue to Busch Boulevard and Florida Avenue from SR 60 (Kennedy Blvd.) to Tyler/Cass Street.  An upcoming RSA is planned for SR 674 from the Polk County Line to Katie Stanland.  
Safe Kids

Bevin delivered a boy earlier in the month.  There are several bike rodeos planned for the month of July.  The big event is the About Kids Back to School Bash at the Tampa Convention Center on
August 8 from
10:00 AM to 4:00 PM and August 9 from Noon to 4:00 PM.  Safe Kids has 800 bike helmets to distribute at the event and will have a pedestrian/bike safety skills course.

Pedestrian Safety Action Plan

Gary Tait reported that the boundaries of the plan area are Bearss Avenue, Busch Boulevard, Nebraska Avenue, and 56th Street.  The following events have occurred or are planned:
June 16 - 1st meeting was held at CUTR.  Gary, Temple Terrace PD, CUTR, North Tampa Transportation Alliance, FDOT, and Tindale Oliver were in attendance.  City of Tampa PD, School Board, Safe Kids, HCSO, and HART are also part of the committee.
June 30 – Multi-modal Transportation District meeting at CUTR at 1:00 PM
July 14 – Next meeting at 10:30 AM at the University Community Center on 22nd Str
Stop and Look is a $150,000 educational campaign funded from construction funds from the Safe Routes to School sidewalk projects currently going to construction.  HDR was the consultant selected to develop the campaign.  Ads will be shown on TV-10, Bay News 9, Fox, billboards, website, yard signs, and bus benches.  The Kick-off is scheduled for mid-August.  FDOT is trying to obtain additional funding for enforcement through a NHTSA grant.
Fletcher Avenue is consistently the single highest pedestrian problem area in the County.  Hillsborough County is currently studying Fletcher Avenue from I-275 to I-75.
NEW BUSINESS:
