Hillsborough Community Traffic Safety Team
Meeting Minutes of April 28, 2010
Chairperson Susan Joel welcomed all and introductions were made around the room.  Minutes were accepted as submitted.
OLD BUSINESS:
DUI Task Team
Sergeant Porter reported that there were 211 DUI arrests, four checkpoints, and 15 saturations in April.  Year to date, there have been 796 DUI arrests.  The Sheriff’s Office had two underage drinking details, April 12 and April 13.  Sixty-one businesses were checked with 17 arrests for selling alcohol to persons under 21 and 2 arrests for underage possession for a total of 19 arrested in two days.  There have been five fatalities involving 15-24 year olds – all involved alcohol.

Engineering
The FDOT will be spending $2,400,000 on high emphasis crosswalks (ladder style) in Hillsborough County on Fowler Avenue, Nebraska Avenue, and Hillsborough Avenue, and in Pinellas and Pasco counties.

As of April 25, 2010, the District Seven area has had 26.5 percent fewer fatalities (40) than this same time in 2009, while the state is down 11 percent (90).  The percent of pedestrian-related fatalities is the same at 20 percent.
Safe Kids

Jason Jackman with CUTR informed the group that the Walking School Bus event at Chiles Elementary was covered by TBO.  CUTR will be hosting a Walking Feet event at Kimball Elementary in May.

Battle of the Belts

At the May 11, 2010 Hillsborough County School Board Meeting, Susan Joel will be making a presentation to the board about the Battle.  The winning schools will hopefully be represented.  We hope to encourage more participation next year.  
Pedestrian Safety Action Plan

Gary Tait reminded us that the PSAP subcommittee meets on the 2nd Tuesday of the month.  The subcommittee conducted a field review on 131st Avenue from 22nd Street to Bruce B. Downs Boulevard on April 13, 2010.  Six reviewers attended the field review.  Speeding was thought to be an issue, however, it was determined that the 85 percentile speed was between 29-32 mph.  The posted speed limit is 30 mph.  Gary is putting together a report of their findings.  
Deb Carreno submitted an application for Safe Routes to School funding for two sidewalk connections to Lutz Elementary School.   One connection was a small sidewalk gap at the front of the school and one is at the back of the school along 4th Str SE.  She asked for the CTST’s letter of support for this application for SRTS funds.  

Susan Boda reported the team is hoping for a three-peat with our submittal for Hillsborough CTST to win the CTST of the Year competition.  She passed around the room our “winning” booklet of our activities for 2009.  Winners will be announced at the awards ceremony on July 9th in Orlando.   

NEW BUSINESS:

Pedestrian Education Materials - Jeanette Rouse, FDOT
The FDOT received a NTHSA grant to provide law enforcement agencies funds for over time to enforce pedestrian safety.  The concept is to try to change pedestrian and driver behavior.  In addition, there will be six different pedestrian safety tips placed inside buses throughout the District: HART – 200+ buses, PCPT – 35 buses, and PSTA – 200+ buses.  The tips will change every two months and will start within a few months.  Information is also being posted at bus stops.  
FDOT also has the following educational and promotional materials:

· Pedestrian Safety bookmarks by County (Hillsborough, Pinellas, Pasco) that explain the state laws and local fees in both English and Spanish.

· Pedestrian Countdown bookmarks that explain how the pedestrian signal operates and what is expected of the pedestrian.

· Pedestrian Crossing Bookmark – 2 versions, one for kids and one for everyone else

· No passing on right – Gulf Boulevard to educate drivers to not drive upon a sidewalk or bike lane to pass
· 10,033 - 16”x 20” backpacks will be purchased – reflective, bright orange with the Walk Wise logo to be handed out to everyone and any pedestrian.  
Grassroots Outreach 

Susan Joel with HNTB has been tasked by the FDOT to give 500 presentations over 12 months to drivers and pedestrians in Pasco, Pinellas, and Hillsborough counties.  Enforcement will follow in the areas after the education component.  In addition, they will be installing restaurant ped safety ads in bathrooms at over 50 restaurants and bars.
Susan is looking for ideas on locations and events where these presentations can/should be given.  Some suggestions included:

· Contact businesses to see if they will distribute bookmarks and other information to patrons.

· Create rap songs or have a contest to create safety songs.

CTST Coalition Meeting

For the first time ever, the meeting was conducted via videoconference at various DOT locations throughout the state.  There were a total of 40 participants statewide, including representatives from Miami and Chipley.  Elections were held with the following results:

Public information efforts utilizing social networks in Miami-Dade County were discussed by the Miami-Dade CTST Coordinator Carlos Sarmiento.  
OPEN FORUM / ANNOUNCEMENTS
· May 4 and 5 at CUTR -  Motorcycle Safety Month Kick-off meeting

· Lutz Elementary School Safe Routes to School application – Hillsborough County recently completed sidewalk in front of school and the school has completed the “How Did You Get to School” tally survey (before).  The County is proposing to add sidewalk on 4th Street SE to improve access to the school on the east side.  The CTST voted to support the County’s application for Safe Routes to School funding.
· Legislative Update
· Hazardous Walking - Existing law covers kindergarten through 6th grade outside of a two mile radius from school.  The proposed law recommends two miles for K-5th grade and three miles for 6th – 12th grades.

· Red Light Running law could result in $35,000,000 in state revenue and $25,000,000 in local revenue.
· local road fine - $158 = $75 local, $55 state, $20 to DOH +$3 to Brain and Spinal Cord Injury Trust Fund
· state road - $158 = $100 state, $45 local, rest to DOH & Injury TF
· More guidance will be provided by FDOT after passage
· Text messaging law died because distracted driving law already exists
· Booster Seat Law- still in limbo
· Underage Sales – extra fine if sell twice in one year – passed
· Open House parties – stuck in sub-committee 

· It was mentioned that the existing bike lane pavement marking symbol does not have a helmet on the rider.
