Hillsborough Community Traffic Safety Team
Meeting Minutes of January 26, 2011
The January CTST meeting location was at Bloomingdale High School following the Battle of the Belts award ceremony.  Susan Joel welcomed everyone and introductions were made around the room.  Minutes were accepted with three changes.  Page 1; DUI Task Team – the report was from December not August.  In that same paragraph – delete “through” in the third sentence.  Page 2; SAVE Program – “where” should be “were” in the third sentence of the first paragraph.
OLD BUSINESS:
DUI Task Team
Sgt. Porter reported during the month of December, there were 171 DUI arrests, five checkpoints, 15 saturations, and two DUI presentations at high schools by the Sheriff’s Office.  For 2010 county-wide, there were 5,236 DUI arrests (down 10 percent) of which 290 were in the 18-20 age group (down 16 percent).  DUI related fatalities, injuries and crashes are down approximately 20 percent.  The Sheriff’s office conducted 34 checkpoints, 165 saturations, and 17 high school DUI presentations.
A checkpoint is scheduled for Friday, January 28, in Carrollwood and a DUI presentation at Freedom High School.

Engineering
Safe Routes to School applications are still being accepted.  New applications are for FY 2015.  The FDOT is taking orders for bright sticks that are attached to an existing school zone sign post at elementary and middle schools for added visibility.  Hillsborough County ordered 550.
The SRTS sidewalk on Nine Eagles Road is under construction.  Residents are concerned about someone driving off the road.  In some areas, the sidewalk is within four feet of the edge of pavement.  Dave Skrelunas described two different vibratory lane markings that could be used for the edge line to alert drivers if they are veering off the road.  The FDOT provided a large amount of thermoplastic plastic paint to the County that could be used at this location.
Pedestrian Safety Campaign – Dunn and Company was selected as the marketing firm to develop the new bike/pedestrian safety campaign.
Hillsborough County used part of the community tax to improve access around schools.  The School Circulation and Access projects have 12 more schools to go.  Work should be completed by August 2011.

Based on the seat belt surveys, usage is down from last year.  The school resource officers were the contact point this year.  There was a brief discussion on how to increase participation.  Support from the School Superintendent and the upper ranks of the police agencies is a must.  Moving the event from November to the spring was suggested.  The students are extremely busy with football and homecoming which may be a reason for the lack of participation.  The subcommittee is going to discuss further.

Pedestrian/Bicycle Safety Action Plan

Gina Torres provided an update on the Bike Action Plan.  Three public workshops are planned.  The first one is February 24 at 6:30 PM at Pizzo Elementary School on the USF campus.  Citizens can share their ideas to improve bike safety.  The other two workshops are tentatively scheduled for Bloomingdale High and Hillsborough High.  The group is still working on goals, objectives and strategies.  A press conference is being planned.

· Teen Driving Task Force – Gary Tait is a member.  The team has been put together to develop strategies to improve teen driving behaviors.  The task force hopes to be done within a few months.

· The FDOT received a $20,000 grant, “Focus on the Road”.  Their goal is to interact with students at two high schools and two colleges as a minimum on distracted driving, especially texting and driving. 

· The Sheriff’s Office also does the Teen Driving Challenge.
· Hillsborough County Sheriff’s Office was awarded for the School Crossing Guard Trainer of the Year.  She will be recognized on March 16 at 2:00 PM at the Falkenburg Jail during their Quarterly Awards ceremony.
