Meeting Minutes of May 25, 2011
Susan Joel welcomed everyone and introductions were made around the room.  Minutes were accepted as submitted.
OLD BUSINESS:
DUI Task Team
Larry Morrell reported countywide for the month through May 16, there have been 406 DUI arrests and year-to-date 1,835 arrests, this is 240 less than last year.  Through the Sheriff’s SAVE program, 20 arrests were made at the Kennedy Club for possession and fake ID’s.
AAA Promise Program – AAA is providing free towing and ride home to high school students during prom and graduation season.  They also sponsored a video challenge to middle school and high schools on the dangers of underage drinking and drugs.  Gary Tait suggested sending a letter to the participants.

Engineering
District Seven had approximately three million residents, or one percent of the national population of 310 million.  However, according to the 2010 traffic crash data, we have 4% of the bike fatalities, 2% of pedestrian fatalities, and 1.5% of motorcycle fatalities.  Statewide, 2011 fatalities are down 2%, but District Seven in up 18%.  Motorcycle, bicycle, and rural road fatalities are up.  FDOT is meeting with local agencies to help solve and address these problems with a Safety Summit on June 8th.  Tampa Bay is still 2nd according to Dangerous by Design 2011.

Pedestrian fatalities are down about 30%.  The increased enforcement and education campaigns appear to be working.

FDOT is working with the MPO to develop a Bike Safety Action Plan.  Bike Smart received $50,000 funding through FDOT, D-7.  Bike lane markings on roads with paved shoulders and no bike lane markings are being funded at $1,000,000.  Many bike crashes involve bikes on sidewalks.  Signs are being installed on driveway exits to advise motorists to watch for bikes.  Wrong way signs are being installed on the back of bike lane signs for bicyclists traveling the wrong way.
A Tampa Tribune editorial today discussed Tampa Bay’s pedestrian and bike crash problem.  CTST should submit a letter to the editor focusing on all the positive things that the team has done and include personal responsibility for safety.

Safe Kids

Bevin reported her Safe Routes to School grant for 2011/12 has been approved.  They are receiving numerous requests for programs during the summer at recreation centers.  She will be working with West Chase and Sulpher Springs.  Bevin is working with More Health at Bailey Elementary in Dover this summer.  She will be conducting a bike/pedestrian clinic and each child will receive a bike helmet.
Battle of the Belts

Pedestrian/Bicycle Safety Action Plan

Through the NHTSA grant, the City of Tampa has issued 2,000+ citations, mostly vehicles and over 1,000 warnings.  They have about $24,000 left for overtime enforcement.  The State is developing a pedestrian safety action plan.  Julie Bond said Walkwise has given close to 400 presentations.  They are getting requests for presentations.  CUTR included the presentation in a nationwide webinar.

More Health with Tampa General has been providing trauma education in all high schools and is now working on distracted driving.  They have been conducting these classes into driver’s education for 20 years.  
The Bike Safety Action Plan was approved by the MPO and is on the website.  The MPO submitted two grant applications for outreach programs.  The plan is focusing on three messages – light at night, ride with traffic, and motorists pay attention.  All police vehicles will be receiving the 3 foot rule window sticker.

OPEN FORUM:
· Driver’s Education – Sheriff’s office conducts drinking and driving classes.  MORE Health conducts trauma education classes, which includes distracted driving, seat belts, and drinking and driving.  Gary is trying to incorporate a segment on pedestrian and bicycle safety from the driver’s perspective.
