Meeting Minutes of February 25th, 2009

Captain Scott Baker called the meeting to order and welcomed all those members present.  Minutes of the January 28th, 2008 meeting were reviewed and approved.  Correction was made to the wording of “helm” fit class on the first page, which was meant to read helmet fit class.

Old Business:

The CTST will need to find out if Sgt. Rowand was able to send law enforcement to patrol Trinity Oaks Elementary and Deer Park Elementary in reference to the student pick up lines backing up.  Bob Reck reported that the parent pick up line will become the bus loop, and vice versa, at Deer Park Elementary over the summer.

Problem Identification Discussion/Follow-Up:

Mike Bunk reported that the Shady Hills Rd project has been put on hold due to costs.

Mike Bunk reported that the final draft of the Little Rd/SR 52 intersection RSA is completed.  There was a lack of illuminated signs at this intersection.  Bob Reck stated that the illuminated signs are in stock right now, but have not yet been installed.
Bob Reck reported that there haven’t been any complaints in reference to the Embassy Blvd/Little Rd Quik Kurb implementation.

Mike Bunk reported that a No U-turn sign has been installed to supplement the traffic signal at Beacon Woods Dr/US 19.

Team Building:

Welcome and thank you to Anthony Chaumont (Tindale-Oliver and Associates) for attending this CTST meeting.  Jeanette addressed the possibility of inviting members of the Safe Kids Coalition to future meetings.

New Business:

Safe Routes to School (SRTS) will be funding a sidewalk project at Seven Springs Middle School.

Jeanette stated that SRTS funding is available through 2014.  However, it only allows 5 projects per jurisdiction.

Bob Reck asked what type of non-infrastructure projects/activities are allowable under SRTS funding.  Jeanette stated that Amy Heinzen is using SRTS funding for pedestrian safety education and bike rodeos.  The purpose of SRTS non-infrastructure funding is to teach and encourage safe walking and biking practices for grades K-8 and emphasize ‘Walking and Biking in Numbers’, which teaches the importance of students walking and biking together.

Sgt. Rowand will bring the DUI trailer to the next CTST meeting since he was unable to attend this meeting.  The trailer consists of 2 holding cells, a working area with 2 computers, police radios, and a TV.

New Problem Identification Discussion:

Activity Reports:

Jeanette reported that ‘Battle of the Belts’ is currently taking place.  The pre-counts for safety belt usage ranged from 50%-90%, depending on the area/school being assessed.

Jeanette reported that there has been $6000 in contributions given for ‘Battle of the Belts’.  State Farm Insurance donated $5000.  Other contributions came from All Children’s and a doctor’s office.  Posters, PSA’s, and essays will be judged at the next Safe Kids Coalition.  Susan Joel is going to Michigan to give a presentation on Battle of the Belts.  The event is gaining nationwide attention.

NPR PD reported that they issued 44 citations along US 19 for ‘Failure to Move Over’ and speeding in a two hour timeframe.
Calendar Updates:

Erik Jay stated that NPR PD and PSO will be performing DUI saturations in Holiday on February 26th, 27th, and 28th (Thursday-Saturday).

There will be a checkpoint on Friday, March 13th at an unknown location.

The next CTST Statewide Coalition will be held on Monday, April 13th in Heathrow/Orlando area at the AAA building.

Chasco Events in NPR start March 21st.  The street parade will be held on Saturday, March 21st.  The last 2 parades were troublesome.

Bob Reck stated that there will possibly be a future RSA done along the Hudson Ave corridor from slightly west of US 19 to just past Bayonet Point Hospital.

Mike Bunk questioned whether Crossing Guards are funded by SRTS.  Jeanette stated they are not; however, she will check to see if there are any funds available to help aid them in their efforts.

Dave S will deliver 25 ‘Battle of the Belts’ banners and ties to Mike Bunk to be displayed at the high schools.
