Pasco County Community Traffic Safety Team

Meeting Minutes of June 24, 2009
Captain Scott Baker with New Port Richey Police Department opened the meeting. The minutes from the May meeting were approved with a revision to the Open Forum Section traffic signals to be added/replaced at SR 54/ “Parkway Blvd”. 

Old Business:

Problem Identification
Safe Routes to School funding for pedestrian education will start in July. The program will be an in school educational session including bike rodeos, pedestrian and bicycle safety. Program locations are unknown at this time.
Jasmine/ Hilltop Mike Bunk reported that no further action would be needed at this intersection. Mike reported that the intersection did not meet crash requirements nor did it meet volume requirements. No changes will be made at the intersection.
Traffic Operations received the draft for the Road Safety Audit. Traffic Operations will continue to work towards a final draft. The Parkway Blvd RSA will require funding. Speed Tables  or striping that gives the driver the illusion of a speed bump are two options that are being considered for the corridor.

Jeannette commented on the Better Driver Campaign. This campaign focuses on tractor trailer safety and sharing the roads. Three billboards are displayed along I-75 aournd the SR 52 exit. The signs are meant to  target Aggressive Driving, Speed Awareness, and sharing the road. 

Roadway Concerns
US 19/ Flamingo left turn project will likely be completed with the US 19 median revisions. In the mean time Qwick-Kurb will be used to alleviate the problem.
US 41/ Leonard shows right turn crashes. DOT is considering decreasing or relocating signage around the intersection to increase visibility. Traffic will be channelized into Leonard.

SR 52/ Laredo crashes show left turn only. Driver involved in crashes are usually above the age of 65.  This intersection is also an entrance to a community FDOT is considering closing community entrance to decrease problem.

Traffic Operations reports they are monitoring their monthly top 40 crash intersection.

Traffic lights/ flashers have been installed at SR54/ Parkway Blvd, Little Rd/ St Lawrence
Signage will also be placed at Little Rd/ Sealy, Fox Hollow/ Little, and Handcart/ Prospect

New Business:

Calendar Updates
On June 19, Pasco Sheriff’s Office, New Port Richey Police Department and Florida Highway Patrol hosted a DUI checkpoint on US 19. There were 9 DUI arrests and 800 cars passed through the checkpoint. A check point will also be held on Congress St Friday the June 26th with Pasco Sheriff’s Office and New Port Richey Police Department.

The CTST state coalition will be held at the FDOT District 1 office in Bartow (801 N Broadway Ave) on July 13th from 10:00-2:00
The next state coalition meeting will coincide with a two day road safety audit training. The meeting will be held at the Royal Plaza, 1905 Hotel Plaza Dr, Lake Buena Vista on September 21st from 9:00-1:00

Activity Reports

Regency Park Blvd reported a serious crash earlier this month. Vehicle was NB approaching curve. Driver did not navigate turn and pushed two parked cars into a house. RPMs and chevrons have been suggested for this location.

US 19/ Flora Ave had an overturned vehicle reported in an EB curve
