New Business:

State Coalition Meeting
Jeanette reported on the presentations and discussion at this quarter’s CTST state coalition meeting. Presentations were given on working with your MPO, and two projects involving funding for the Road Rangers program in the Orlando area along with the development of driver’s education course for individuals that lost their license in Seminole County.

I’m Safe Program discusses risky behavior with teen drivers the presentation is given by paramedics to students 14 years old and up. Engineering Issues
Dave Skrelunas reported FDOT installed Quick Kurb at US 19/Alt 19.
Additional Quik Kurb projects are US 19 @ Flamingo, SR 52@ Cobblestone, and US 19@ Sandy Lane.  It was mentioned that US 19 @ Phoenix Ave should also be considered as there are substantial crashes at that location.
Mike Bunk reported problems with vehicles backing out into Mitchell Blvd at Trinity Oaks Elementary.  Traffic Operations met with the school board and provided recommendations for enforcement and engineering changes.

Calendar Updates

September 18 on SR 52 at the fairgrounds in Dade City, FHP, NPRPD, SO, DCPD conducted a DUI checkpoint.  Almost 300 vehicles came through the check point and 12 arrests were made with 3-4 DUIs.
Slurpee coupons were given to Gulf Highlands students wearing their seat belts, about 100 coupons were issued.
