Meeting Minutes of August 26, 2009
Captain Scott Baker with New Port Richey Police Department opened the meeting. The minutes from the July meeting were approved with a revision to the meeting minutes revision “the new traffic signal is being installed at Little Rd/ Seely Rd.” There was a revision to New Business Engineering: “Traffic Operations discussed a request for barricades on Chancey Rd.”  Also New Business, Engineering:  Alt 19 and Anclote- “Holiday Lakes Estates will most likely be used as a cut through.”
Old Business:

Problem Identification
Sgt Art Rowand with Pasco Sheriff’s Office reported the motor unit and the aggressive driving unit are on their second rotation for high crash intersection enforcement. The Sheriff’s Office has been focusing enforcement efforts to areas identified as high crash intersections.
Traffic Operations reported that they completed collecting data on Collier Parkway and they will be analyzing the data shortly.
The project on Alt 19 and Anclote is currently on hold; FDOT needs contractors to bid on the project.

The Sheriff’s Office attended the Law Enforcement Challenge; they were awarded with new radars for their motor unit.

The Safe Routes to School project at Gulf Highlands will start shortly.

New Business:

Engineering

The intersection of Morris Bridge and SR 54 was discussed in reference to the placement of white guide skips placed within the intersection.

Better Driver Campaign
Chanyoung Lee with the University of South Florida’s Center for Urban Transportation Research (CUTR) presented the Better Driver Campaign. 
The campaign focused on commercial truck driver and passenger vehicle driving habits and identified that aggressive driving is increasing annually. The campaign saw a 30% reduction in drivers that reported an aggressive driving encounter. This reduction was accomplished through education and enforcement.
Calendar Updates
The CTST state coalition meeting will be held on September 21st in Orlando.  The coalition meeting will be followed by a two and a half day Road Safety Audit forum.
Recipes for the Road flyers were distributed during the meeting; members were encouraged to give a flyer to their favorite restaurant. Restaurants that submit recipes will receive free publicity and 100 additional copies of the Recipes for the Road booklet to distribute to their patrons. FDOT is looking to make the book focus on year round holidays.

Open Forum

The Sheriff’s Office reported a problem at Alt 19/ US 19 where motorist are using the safe zone as right of way. FDOT will be providing Qwick Kurb to help alleviate the problem.
The Sheriff’s Office also identified a striping problem at the intersection of US 19/ Mile Stretch Rd in the right turn lane.
The next CTST meeting will be held on Wednesday, September 23, 2009, at the New Port Richey Police Department.
