Pasco County Community Traffic Safety Team

Meeting Minutes of July 22, 2009
Captain Scott Baker with New Port Richey Police Department opened the meeting. The minutes from the June meeting were approved with a revision noted by Bob Reck regarding the signal at Little Road. It should state “the new traffic signal is being installed at Little Rd/Sealey.   The signal is being replaced at Fox Hollow/Little and solar warning flashers are being installed at Handcart/prospect.”   Thanks, Bob, for the clarification.   
Old Business:

Problem Identification
Mike Bunk with Traffic Operations reported the final drafts of the Road Safety Audit for Hudson Ave and Parkway Blvd are available.  
Dave Skrelunas reported the Qwick Kurb has been ordered for US 19 and Flamingo.   SR 52 and Laredo will be addressed next.  There are not a large number of crashes there, but many senior drivers who turn left and that decision may be taken away with Qwick Kurb.  

Sgt Art Rowand with Pasco Sheriff’s Office reported on an Aggressive Driving Campaign enforcement detail at SR 54/ Collier Pkwy.  New Port Richey Police Department, Florida Highway Patrol and the Sheriff’s Office issued 184 citations and 54 warnings during the enforcement action at the intersection.  Most of the citations were for speeding.   They will return to this intersection in 3 weeks.  
Deputy Bell with the Sheriff’s Office said he noticed problems while working the intersection of SR 54/ Collier Pkwy. The speed limit is currently set at 35 mph for vehicles moving northbound into the intersection. All other approaches to the intersection have a higher speed limit.
New Business:

Engineering

Northbound Madison Ave, trees are covering school signs on the right sign of the roadway.

Traffic Operations discussed a request for barricades to protect pedestrians on Chauncey Rd.

Traffic Operations discussed the use of Traffic Control Officers in schools zones.
Message boards on US 19/ Ridge are controlled by Traffic Operations. The signs are available Monday thru Friday, 6:00 AM to 6:00 PM.  Due to budget cuts, there are no personnel available after hours.  Central Dispatch can get in touch with Bob Reck.  
Alt 19 and Anclote- this signal project is on hold.  Holly Lakes Estates will most likely be used as a cut through until the signal is in place.   

Statewide CTST Meeting

Marianne Trussell, State Safety Officer, presented the new faces of DOT.
A statewide CTST website was discussed during brainstorming sessions as an effective way to unify messages and campaigns around the state.
The state of Florida received an additional $3million in conjunction with the primary seatbelt law.

Special Enforcement Zones: areas that carry an additional $50 penalty for violators. The additional fee goes to brain trauma centers.
The next statewide CTST meeting will be held September 21st in Lake Buena Vista. The CTST meeting will be followed by a 2 day Road Safety Audit forum.

Friday July 24, 2009 the Law Enforcement Challenge prizes will be awarded. Pasco Sheriff’s Office placed 2nd in the national awards and 1st in their population category.
August 22, 2009, in preparation for the beginning of school, the New Port Richey Recreation Center will have a bike helmet fitting.
