Old Business:

Problem Identification

School Resources Officers are directing traffic at Trinity Oaks Elementary in hopes of improving the traffic flow. DOT is also offering a consulting service to help with suggesting improvement to the traffic flow during school dismissal.

Traffic flow at the intersection of Woodbine and Fivay seems to be working well.

New Business:

Engineering Issues
DOT friction course vehicle was used to test the friction values of the roadway surface on Shady Hills Road.  The preliminary report looks like it passed.  The initial numbers indicate the friction course is fine.   It is not a wet weather problem but rather a rain problem, with the first rain and oil on the roadway. The friction course vehicle looks specifically at wet weather conditions. 

Calendar Updates
The Traffic Engineering for Law Enforcement training has been scheduled for March 25th. The training will be held at DOT’s Brooksville office on Spring Hill Drive. The training will be held from 8:00AM to 5:00PM. This training has been used to help law enforcement officers to better understand the traffic engineer’s perspective.
Open Forum

At participating high schools, students trying to receive a parking pass must complete a training session. A one hour DUI/impaired driving session will be added to the agenda at the beginning of the next school year.
The Sheriff’s Office reported that beverage businesses will be subject to random compliance checks on underage sales.

Following the Chasco Parade on March 20th the Sheriff’s Office DUI trailer will be stationed south of Main St.

Trinity Elementary will be holding a walk to school day on the second of March.  Trinity Oaks Elementary is also working with Safe Routes to School.  They are working with the school administration and trying to get teacher involvement.
Jeanette discussed a Red Light Camera ruling from Miami.

Traffic Operations and DOT are looking into the “self made” right turn lane on westbound Mile Stretch, at the intersection of Mile Stretch and US 19.
Traffic Operations reported on SR 54/ Mitchell Ranch Rd has showed a higher frequency of crashes.  The last study showed there was a sufficient gap at the intersection. Traffic Operations will continue to monitor the problem.
