High Crash Locations

The July high crash locations showed a high volume of left turn angle crashes occurring at the intersection of  Plaza and US 19.
Open Forum
George Denise gave a presentation and showed a mock layout design of this traffic safety idea. Denise suggested the changes be implemented along the US 19 corridor in Pasco County.  He proposed changes to the stop bars at intersections by angling the stop bar at each intersection in order to increase visibility within the intersections.
Jeanette from DOT reported that Channel 10 will be showing public safety announcements for pedestrian safety on air as well as on their website at WTSP.com.
Tom Banks discussed the Halloween DUI enforcement campaign which will take place during the week leading up to Halloween. This is the second wave of four enforcement waves for DUI this year.  A Click It or Ticket campaign will be held during the Thanksgiving holiday. The Rural Enforcement Action was considered a success.  Currently, the seatbelt usage rate is up from 85.7% to 87.4%, a 3 percent jump.  Tom expressed his thanks to enforcement efforts.  
Safe Routes to School
Marlow and Trinity Oaks are holding Safe Routes to School classroom exercises to promote pedestrian safety.  They are holding Walking Wednesdays and averaging 125 walkers on these walk days.  The International Walk to School Day was successful. New Port Richey Police Department and the Pasco Sheriff’s Office assisted with the program. Lake Myrtle Elementary reported 500 participants in the event.
