West Central FL Community Traffic Safety Team
Meeting Minutes of April 14, 2010
The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Steve Diez. Introductions were made and the minutes were approved.
OLD BUSINESS--OLD PROBLEM LOCATIONS
2. The drop off/pick up location at Crystal River Primary has moved to a safer location.

3. Joe’s Restaurant at Hwy 44-  Dave Carr said Qwick Kurb could be a solution as the left turn lane is 15 feet wide.   Perhaps an arrangement with Griff’s Bar could be worked out between the owners and Joe’s to use the same entrance drive as the restaurant and bar are not open at the same time.

4.  Hwy 41 and Middle School Road--  This is not school board property.  It is a very narrow paved road. Parents pick up in front of the school after going through this road. Middle School Rd. connects Hwy 41 N with Ella Rd. Traffic that is not school related also use this connecting road. County or city would have to give authority for this road to the school board.  A road safety audit may possibly be conducted here. The crossing guard at Ella is using cones; the crossing guard at Hwy 41 is not using cones.
5. Anderson Snow Rd - On 3/9, David Carr sent a letter and pictures to Gerald O’Dell regarding the striping not correct at this location where the passing zone runs into the gore area.  Steve Diez will also work on this issue. Dave saw a large amount of kids walking on the shoulder of this road at night coming from soccer practice at the park. A question was asked if sidewalks can be put in, but it was stated that housing would have to go in before sidewalks.

6. California and Powell-- Spring Hill Elementary will submit an application for a new SRTS project.  They have many students who walk or ride bikes to school.

OTHER PROBLEM LOCATIONS
1. Forest Ridge Elementary--Is there an application in for SRTS?

2. Hwy 486 and Parson’s Point--Signals are fine. The problem is an enforcement issue; drivers don’t stay in their lane.  Two lanes on 41 merge quickly into one lane, so they get into the left lane quickly.  
3. Hwy 44 and Wal Mart Supercenter-- Left turn/U turn.  Why is it there?  Sent to FDOT to review.
4. US 19 and 488--at Progress Energy--Signal will stay in flash for now.

5. Hwy 41N and S. Orange Ave--No FDOT approval as historic signs are no longer installed.  There is no funding available for this program.
6. Yulee and US 19—Sunflower adult living facility. Crosswalk could be put in with a push button to activate crossing flasher.

NEW PROBLEM LOCATIONS
1. Barkley approach to Powell Middle School---Northbound - the 15MPH sign school zone ends after the driveway. Drivers speed up after the first driveway where school zone ends. Rucell asked if the sign can be moved to extend school zone.

2. Mariner and Landover--Left turn arrow requested to be added at Springstead. Steve will check.

3. Explorer K-8th grade--Left into school off of Northcliff----Request a green arrow exiting school right turn onto Northcliff.
EVENTS OF MARCH

Sue reported there were 46 car seats provided for families in March. A car seat check-up and parent educational program on car seat safety was provided for families of the Even Start Literacy Program. Twelve seats were inspected and 7 new ones were provided.  Sue and Maria, a volunteer CPS tech, provided a car seat check in Crystal River at the Spring Eggstravaganza.  It was hosted by the Sugabugs children’s store, but was not well attended.
NEW BUSINESS
Jeanette reported on fatalities for Citrus and Hernando Counties, and the state.
