Hwy 41 and Hwy 486--  Speed limits and signage is not adequate. Hwy 486 is 45mph. Turning onto Hwy 
41 from 486, the speed limit changes to 35 mph in either direction. There are no speed limit signs on 
hwy 41 on either side of 486 to tell motorists the speed is lower.  FDOT to check for installation of  
speed limit signs.

EVENTS OF APRIL
Thomas Banks, the LEL for our area, provided an update on Click it or Ticket campaign activities.

April 26 to June 13 is the Click it or Ticket wave for rural counties north of Citrus. A 2010 Chevy Silverado is the prize for this initiative. There are also other prizes of police equipment for 2nd, 3rd and 4th place winners in this challenge.  March had the highest death rate for non seat belt usage. Seat belt usage was at 85.2%. It may have dropped 2 points since the primary seat belt law. 1,795 people were killed in vehicles equipped with seat belts. 60 % or 1,085 of those killed were not wearing seat belts. The DUI challenge for law enforcement agencies will provide a Chevy Impala for the  first place agency.  Go to www.FloridaLEL.org for more information on the LEL program and various campaigns.

Sue reported that 4 new CPS technicians attended the National CPS Technician Certification class on April 20 - 23, 2010. It was hosted by the Early Learning Coalition of the Nature Coast in Crystal River.  Participants were from the ELC, Healthy Families /Childhood Development Services, Inglis Police Department, and a transporter from Kids Central Inc.  There were 237 car seats and boosters provided for Citrus families in the first half of this grant cycle from FDOT.  377 parents or other caregivers attended a car seat safety class during those six months.
